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Restorative Practices: Making things right again
In the instance of a wrongdoing where hurt or harm may be caused to a person or persons restorative practices can be used to help and repair the relationship. 
These practices range from low level conversations to high level structured conferences to deal with incidents that have caused serious hurt or harm. It can be used to manage day to day disruptions, in resolving or deescalating conflict between persons or in dealing with school-wide problems. 

The aim is for offenders to converse so there is opportunity to make things right and repair the damage or hurt they have caused. This is to encourage long term solutions rather than quick fixes for behavior management issues. Restorative practices centre on teaching, learning and the nurturing of relationships. 
The values underpinned include a focus on respect, participation, honesty, humility and accountability. Subsequently, the College addresses issues rather than simply punishing students. 
Restorative schools seek excellence in respectful relationships.
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Restorative Practices assists teachers, students and parents to build, maintain and restore relationships. 
The most profound development occurs when there is a healthy relationship between students and their teachers, peers and parents.

They help build capacity for students to self-regulate.

Restorative Conversation
All parties must first want a resolution to the problem.
· A neutral mediator sits with each party individually to establish the correct information of events and determines if they want to resolve things and move forward.
· The mediator ensures all parties feel heard and understood in a controlled environment.

· The mediator then sits with all involved, establishes what happened and encourages each party to express how they have been impacted and affected.

· Discussion moves on to what individuals need to move on and let things go. 
It is important to keep a calm and controlled environment.
